The Cask Ales

A wonderous variety of strengths, styles and flavours to tickle your taste buds.  We are lucky enough to have fours ales brewed especially for our festival:  from Banks’s Brewery Fruited and Booted, from the Firs Brewery Tawny Elder, from Kinver Brewery Down the Dust Pipe and from the Moreton Brewery Pretty Vacant.  Below is the list as ordered from suppliers we would hope there are no changes but that is rarely the case.  There will also be available ten competition heat winning beers which will be being Judged at our festival for the Champion Beer of Britain awards West Midlands round.  The winners will be announced at the festival, and they will go through to the National Finals.  As the competition is based on blind tasting it would be unfair to put the details here, but they will be added to the online information once the competition is over.

Abbeydale, Sheffield
 Moonshine 4.3%  
A beautifully balanced pale straw-coloured premium bitter with a distinctive floral aroma, leading to a predominantly citrus taste, with grapefruit and lemons to the fore, and a quenching bitter finish.

AJ's, Walsall LocAle
Hazy Wheat Beer 4.5%  
Brewed with 50 % Torrefied Wheat & Wheat malt, zesty lemon flavours, very easy to drink with hints of orange.
Cloudy Pale Ale 4.8%  
 So much flavour added to this unfined pale ale brewed with USA citrus hops & dry hopped with 3 different varieties.

All Nations, Telford
Eliza Lewis 4.6%  
Pale Ale.

Arran, Arran, Ayrshire
Arran Blonde 5%  
A hoppy beer with substantial fruit balance. The taste is balanced and the finish increasingly bitter. An aromatic strong golden ale that drinks below its weight.
Ayr, Ayr
Jolly Beggar's Best Bitter 4.2%  
A traditional Best Bitter style beer with a malty backbone and the flavours of toffee, fruit and citrus hops. Hopped with German Brewers Gold.

Backyard, Brownhills LocAle
Canticle Ginger 4%  
This is not a ginger beer, but a beer infused with ginger. Aroma of Ginger, lime and spice with a light crisp refreshing flavour without being overpowering.
 Tennis Elbow 4.2%  
 Light, fruity and refreshing pale ale.

Banks's, Wolverhampton LocAle
Fruited & Booted 4.5%  
Deep gold in colour a tropical IPA, loads of exotically fruity dry hopping gives aromas and flavours of pink grapefruit, orange and pineapple, background notes of stone fruits, mango and hints of vanilla.

Bedlam, Plumpton Green, East Sussex
 Benchmark 4%  
Using a blend of English hops, malt and yeast. They come together to provide rich, toffee malt flavours, a full and satisfying body, with the perfect balance of fruity hop flavours and bitterness.

Black Country Ales, Lower Gornal, West Midlands LocAle
Chain Ale 4.2%  
A light golden session beer for those who like their beers bursting with a hop character of Mango, tropical fruits & Lime.
 Plum Pig 4.3%  
A chestnut dark beer with a lush plum infusion with a fruity aroma and sweet/bitter taste and aftertaste.

Bridge House, Keighley, West Yorkshire
Holy Cow 5.6%  
Light brown strong ale with juicy malt and full hop flavour, citrus overtones. Light hop aroma and a bitter slightly astringent finish.

Bristol Beer Factory, Bristol
 Vienna in Motion 4.4%  
Welcome to Vienna IPA in cask, 75% Vienna malt provides the buttery biscuit base with Hallertau Mittlefruh and Huell Melon's spice and floral goodness.
 Trail Breaker 5%  
One of the juiciest beers we've ever done. Kveik yeast begins the journey with its signature orange energy. The trailen twists into the US summits with Sabro and Citra adding tropical citrus, coconut and tangerine.

Broughton, Broughton, Borders
Wee Jock 4.6%  
Pleasant 80-shilling style. Light fruit and a malty sweetness.
 Glasgow Cross IPA 5%  
A fruity, refreshing IPA with a good body and a pleasant hoppy flavour.  A long-lasting bitterness in the finish.

Castle Rock, Nottingham
Pyramid Song 3.4%  
Gluten-free and dry hopped with a trio of punchy hops: Citra, Mosaic and Idaho 7. Easy drinking and inspired by Radiohead.

Coach House, Warrington, Cheshire
Elderflower 4.1%  
A refreshing blonde ale with hints of citrus and grapefruit. The elderflower gives the beer a wonderful floral aroma and further enhances the citrus hops with a slightly sweet after taste.
Blueberry Classic Bitter 5%  
A sweet beer with fruity esters and tasting predominantly of blueberries, finishing dry.

Distant Hills, Glossop, Derbyshire
 Bukhara 5.9%  
Bukhara takes your breath away with notes of strawberry and blackcurrant from Mandarina Bavaria hops, alongside the fresh juniper berry adjuncts.




Elland, Elland West Yorkshire
1872 Porter 6.5%  
Creamy, full flavoured porter. Rich liquorice flavours with a hint of chocolate from roast malt. A soft but satisfying aftertaste of bittersweet roast and malt.

Firs, Codsall
 Tawny Elder 4.4%  
Pale, crystal and chocolate malts combine with Amarillo and Fuggles hops to create a tawny and well-rounded malty beer. The magic happens when elderflowers are added to the boil.

Fixed Wheel, Black Heath, West Midlands LocAle
 No Brakes IPA 5.9%  
Deceptive citrus and hop IPA.  So, light in taste it belies its gravity, with lots of lingering fruit and American hop flavours.

Fownes, Brierley Hill, West Midlands
Elephant Rider 4%  
Big Hoppy Pale Ale. Our bestselling Dwarfen Ale, bursting with tropical fruit flavour from all the Mosaic hops that go into it.
 Frost Hammer 4.6%  
Grapefruit and citrus pale ale
A Fownes classic. Strong grapefruit and refreshing. Brewed with Olicana, Most and Mosaic.

Goose Eye, Bingley, West Yorkshire
 Black Moor Mild 3.9%  
A moreish dark mild. Full of character, with a delightful blend of roasted malted barley and hops to create a luxurious finish.
 Pommies Revenge 5.2%  
Strong Bitter combining grassy hops, a cocktail of fruit flavours, a peppery hint and a hoppy, bitter finish.





Green Duck, Stourbridge, West Midlands LocAle
Escapade 4.5%  
Fresh easy going Australian Pale Ale. Lemon zest notes dominate.
 Vanilla Sky 5%  
A rich and thick Vanilla Stout! Does what it says on the tin.

Holdens, Woodsetton, West Midlands LocAle
Black Country Mild 3.7%  
Offers up aromas of nutty biscuit. Amber malt, caramalt and black malt give a rich malt body, with a pleasant sweetness and smooth chocolate notes. Fuggles hops give the beer a mild bitterness.
Castle Class 4.6%  
 Light Amber light Amber in colour with a gentle hop aroma. A well-balanced bittersweet malty taste with a rounded smooth finish.

Hopback, Downton, Wiltshire
 Citra 4%  
Brewed with American Citra hops, this golden thirst-quenching ale has a lemony, grapefruity aftertaste with a crisp, dry bitterness, making your tastebuds yearn for more.

Kinver, Kinver, Staffordshire LocAle
Down the Dust Pipe 4.5%  
Dave’s first 45 by Status Quo. A golden oldie, light refreshing ale.

Morton, Essington, Staffordshire LocAle
 Essington Gold 4.4%  
A refreshing golden ale.
 Pretty Vacant 4.5%  
A new beer, a golden ale produced with Magnum single hops.

Newbridge, Wolverhampton LocAle
 Solaris 4.5%  
Brewed with English Maris Otter malted barley, and a combination of English hops and American hops (Target & Amarillo).
Indian Empire IPA 5%  
Brewed with English Maris Otter malted barley, and a combination of English hops and American hops (Goldings & Cascade).

North Cotswold, Stretton-on-Fosse Warwickshire
 Millennium Monarch 10%  
Premium Belgian-style brunette with hints of tropical fruit.

Phoenix, Heywood, Greater Manchester
 Wobbly Bob 6%  
A red-brown beer with malty, fruity aroma and creamy mouthfeel. Strongly malty and fruit in flavour with hops and a hint of herbs. Both sweetness and bitterness are evident throughout.

Riverhead Brewery, Marsden, Huddersfield
Sherbet Lemon 4%  
PALE. Refreshing, lemony pale ale. Brewed with lemongrass and American Cascade hops.

Roosters, Harrogate, North Yorkshire
Baby Faced Assassin 6.1%  
An IPA with aromas of mango, apricot, grapefruit and mandarin with a lasting, juicy, tropical fruit bitterness.

Rudgate, Vale of York
Valkyrie APA 5%  
An American West Coast pale ale. Gold in colour with a slightly tropical and hoppy finish.

Settle, Settle, North Yorkshire
 Ribblehead Bitter 3.8%  
Traditional copper coloured Yorkshire Bitter, a perfect balance of malt and subtle hops.

Southport, Southport, Merseyside
 Dark Night 3.9%  
Full bodied mild with fruity malt aromas dominating, lasting roast bitterness and hops, lots of flavour for the strength.

Stewart, Loanhead, Edinburgh
 Edinburgh Gold 4.8%  
Full bodied but easy drinking Continental-style golden ale. Bitterness from the hop character is strong in the finish and complemented in taste by a little sweetness from malt and fruit flavours.

Strathaven, Strathaven, Greater Glasgow
Claverhouse 4.5%  
A burnished red ale with a sweet citrus aroma and a lingering malt finish.
 500 Amber Ale 7%  
A smooth full flavoured amber ale with subtle tropical fruit and lemon zest tones balanced by the foundation of five malts.

Tiny Rebel, Newport, South Wales
Press start mosaic mandarin-Meringue 4.3%  
 Mosaic hops coupled with the refreshing palate of fresh Mandarin and sweet Meringue, giving you that amazing balance of sweetness and 
hops.

Wensleydale, Leyburn, North Yorkshire
 Falconer 3.9%  
Our light copper session bitter is a blend of delicious fruity malt flavours and subtle hop aromas leading to a very moreish finish.
